» \\Vhy?
» Giving Back, Community
» \ay to build time, justify your plane, meet other pilots, etc

» COSTS: Refer to 14 CFR Part 61.113 regarding reimbursements for private
pilots. No compensation or hire, EXCEPT:

» Pro-rata share of op expenses, etc.

Fundraising for a 501¢(3) charitable nonprofit (if the org promotes aviation safety)

®» Non-charity community event (91.146: <4 or <1/yr, submit to FSO)
» Search & Rescue

» Your costs may be eligible for tax deductibility if 501¢c(3) — consult tax acctnt.
» Tons of orgs nation-wide
